Overview
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Recent Apps button

* Touch to open a card view of applications you've worked with recently.
Swipe up on the screen to remove a specific thumbnail from the list, or
touch Clear all to remove all thumbnails from the list.

Home button
* From any application or screen, touch to return to the Home screen.

* Touch and hold to open Google Assistant. You can get help such
as searching for information online, opening apps on your phone,
sending messages, etc.

Back button

* Touch to go back to the previous screen, or close a dialog box, options
menu, the Notification panel, etc.

Power key

* Press: Lock the screen/Light up the screen.

* Press and hold: Open Google Assistant.

® Press the Power key and Volume down key to take a screenshot.

* Press and hold the Power key for at least 8 seconds to shut down.

1.2 Setup

Inserting or removing the SIM/microSD™ card

You must insert your Nano SIM card to make phone calls using your network.

@ Your phone only supports Nano SIM cards. In order to avoid damaging
your phone, do not attempt to insert other SIM types, such as Mini or
Micro cards.

Locate the SIM tray located on the side
of your device. Insert the provided
SIM pin into the hole and pull out the
SIM tray.

Place or remove the Nano SIM card and
the microSD™ card in the correct slot as
shown. Please note that gold contacts
must be facing down.

Note: Even if no SIM card is installed, your phone will still power on and you will
be able to connect to a Wi-Fi network and use some of the phone's features.

Setup your phone for the first time

The first time you power on the phone, you should set the following options:
language, mobile data, Google service, and date & time, etc.



1.3 Home Screen

You can bring all of the items that you use most frequently (applications, shortcuts,
widgets, folders) to your Home screen for quick access. Touch the Home button
to switch to the Home screen.

2.1 Power On/Off

Hold down the Power key until the phone powers on, unlock your phone (Swipe,
Pattern, PIN, Password, Face unlock, or Fingerprint) if necessary. Once unlocked,
Home screen is displayed.

If you do not know your PIN code or forget it, contact your network carrier. Be
sure to keep your PIN code secure.

Press the Power key until options appear, then select Power off.

Charging

e Select the screen timeout duration.

3.3 Display

Brightness level

Adjust screen brightness manually.

Adaptive brightness

Turn on to adjust screen brightness automatically.

Mode

Choose between Light Mode, with a bright background for vivid visuals in well-lit
spaces, and Dark Mode, which has a dark backdrop to ease eye strain at night
and reduce battery consumption. You can also set automatic on/off times for each
mode according to your routine, ensuring a convenient and comfortable user
experience without manual toggling.

Eye comfort mode
Eye comfort mode can effectively reduce blue light radiation and adjust the color

temperature to relieve eye fatigue. You can also create a custom schedule to turn
it on.

Reading mode

Reading mode optimizes the screen display to make the reading experience as
comfortable as if reading a physical book.

NXTVISION

NXTVISION aims to enhance the viewing experience by providing improved color
accuracy, clarity, and contrast on the screen.

Color mode & temperature

Change the display gamut to vivid, natural or advanced based on content.

Sleep

Set screen timeout.
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Refresh rate
Select the refresh rate of the screen. When a high refresh rate is set, the screen

will scroll more smoothly. When you select a standard refresh rate, you can reduce
battery consumption.

High brightness mode

This feature enhances screen visibility in bright environments, such as direct
sunlight, by making the screen easier to read.

Display size and text

Adjust font size, display size and text manually.

Auto-rotate screen

Select whether the screen rotates automatically or not.

Status bar & notch

Set the style of the status bar, select whether notification icons are folded and
how the battery percentage is displayed.

Turn on the notch for full screen apps to get the best experience on the phone.

Screen saver

In this menu, you can choose from a diverse array of screen saver styles and
define when to start.

Note: Using your device in landscape mode with polarized sunglasses on may
cut light from the screen. Take your polarized sunglasses off or use your device in
portrait mode to continue use.
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3.4 Sound & vibration

Adjusting volume

® Press the volume keys that are located on the right side of the device to adjust
the Ring volume.

* You can also go to Settings > Sound & vibration to adjust the volume for ring,
notification, media and alarm.

Voicemail

Your voicemail is provided by your network to avoid missing calls. It works like an
answering machine that you can consult at any time.

To access your voicemail, touch and hold

interfaces. Finally, touch FINISH to complete setup.

* To add another email account, you can touch == on the upper left corner,
select Settings, and then touch Add account.

You are recommended to register with a Google Account to enjoy full functionality.

Google

Your bookmarks, browsing history, and settings across all devices on which
the browser is installed can be synchronized with your Google Account.

Chrome

Using the Chrome browser, you can enjoy surfing the Web. Your bookmarks,
browsing history, and settings across all devices with the browser installed
can be synchronized with your Google Account.

To get onto the Web, go to the Home screen and tap the Chrome icon
in the Favorites tray.

Gmail

As Google's web-based email service, Gmail is configured when you first
set up your phone. With this application, you can send and receive emails,
manage emails by labels, archive them, etc. Emails can be automatically
synchronized with your Gmail account.

Maps

Google Maps offers satellite imagery, street maps, 360° panoramic views
of streets, real-time traffic conditions, and route planning for travelling by
foot, car, or public transportation. By using this application, you can find
your own location, search for a place, and get suggested route planning
for your trips.
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u YouTube

YouTube is an online video-sharing application where users can upload,
view, and share videos. Available content includes video clips, TV clips,
music videos, and other content such as video blogging, short original
videos, and educational videos. It supports a streaming function that allows
you to start watching videos almost as soon as they begin downloading
from the internet.

Drive

A file storage and synchronization service created by Google, which allows
users to store files in the cloud, share and edit files. Files in Drive are kept
secure and can be accessed from any device by logging in to your Google
Account. Files or folders can be shared privately with other Google
Account users.

Meet

Google Meet is a video chat mobile app; it allows users to use phone
numbers to easily call people from their contact list. The app will
automatically control the video quality by sensing the network connectivity.

Wallet

Google Wallet allows you to make contactless payment with your phone,
which is the fast, simple and safe way to pay in millions of places - in stores,
online, and more.

Files

Files displays all data stored on the phone, including both external
microSD™ card and internal storage, such as applications, media files
downloaded from Google Play Store, YouTube or other locations; Videos,
pictures or audios you have captured; other data transferred via Bluetooth,

USB cable, etc.

Safety

Google Safety helps you prepare for an emergency, and if an emergency
occurs, the app can connect you to help and the information you need.
This app has features like car crash detection and location sharing with
your emergency contacts. You can also get crisis alerts about nearby
natural disasters or public emergencies.
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Play Store

Serves as the official app store for the Android operating system, allowing
users to browse and download applications and games. Applications are
either free of charge or at a cost.

In Play Store, search for the app you need, download it and then follow the
installation guide to install the app. You can also uninstall, update an app,
and manage your downloads.

Long press the Home button to quickly ask for help, check the news, make
a phone call, and more.

6.4 Device finders

It helps you to find your lost device, wipe lost device data remotely, and perform
a host of other security functions. Before activating this function, please add a
Google Account.

Use this menu to check if any system updates are available for your device.

6.6 Privacy

To protect your privacy, you can set an app to be allowed or forbidden access to
your location, microphone, etc. Also, whether or not to show passwords, choose
the data that you want app to access.

With Wi-Fi turned on, the system is able to discover if a new firmware version is
available and if so, begin to download it automatically. Once finished, a pop up
dialog will give you the option of updating your phone now or later.

If you only have a cellular network connection, you will only receive a notification
which will appear in the Status bar.
